1. CALL TO ORDER: 5:07 P.M.







2. COMMISSION ATTENDANCE ROLL CALL:  Maureen Donatelli, Chairman, Doug Cormier, Lionel Charpentier, John Ciccolini, Tom Bissonnette, Richard Greene, Judith Sumner, Director of Recreation, Annmarie Sargent, Program Coordinator.


3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM MEETING: April’s Facility Meeting and regular Commission Meeting were cancelled due to no quorum.  Motion to accept March’s minutes made by Doug Cormier 2nd by Richard Greene.   All in favor. 



4. ELECTION OF OFFICERS: Motion to retain the officers and committees as established for next year. John Ciccolini made motion and Lionel Charpentier 2nd. All in favor



5. PROGRAM & STAFF UPDATE: Done with hiring, almost all summer staff will be returning. Eight new staff and two new maintenance staff hired.  Summer programs will be held at Leominster High School because Northwest School will be getting a new roof.   The Osowski program will be at Skyview Middle School. There will be 1 or 2 new enrichment programs.  The Craft Beer Fest is underway and is scheduled for August 1st from 4 – 8. Greg, John Harmon and Annmarie have been meeting regularly. Police and Fire are also involved with this event. Interest is being shown from the public.  Doing raffles/ stage/tent - will have 3 bands – 1 local – 2 from Boston area. Greg and Annmarie will not be doing the haunted trail anymore. The equipment and supplies for this event are taking up a lot of storage space at Barrett Park. Will consult Greg on sale of equipment for the Haunted Trail items. Will be having an auction to see what money can be brought in - Items can be put on EBay.   Vote on selling the haunted trail items and the left over funds we have would like to put towards other events.  John Ciccolini made the motion to sell items, L. Charpentier 2nd the motion.


6. MAINTENANCE UPDATE: Sally takes care of all the flowers throughout the city. Mayor says we are on a limited budget. Leominster High School has been doing the plumbing at the pool. They will be painting the pool and will make sure the pool is clean enough. They will power wash it first.  State Pool roof is leaking at the bath house and office.  We are still on the waiting list for a new pool.  It has been 12 years.  

7. OLD BUSINESS









a) Fournier Splash Park - Company came in to rough out the finish on the cement pad.   Pavilion is all done – Metal roof is on.  Brought in loom. The underground sprinklers are in and finishing touches are being done. Grounded wiring from steel structures.  Vortex Company coming down from Canada next week to go over control units. DPW will put in concrete sidewalk concrete pad for the granite benches.  

b) Barrett Park- PARC Grant - numerous delays and changes. Hardwick Post and Beam was awarded the contract.  Extension will be to mid-June and all other work to be done the end of May. Catch basin and bio retention basin installation very slow – Dan’s paving company is doing the parking lot and hit ledge.  Dick O’Brien helped out with the trees and roots that were in the way of the trail.  DPW also 
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helped out but could not be paid out of grant funds. Joe Poirier recommended we put power at the Pavilion and should come out of the Revolving Account.  Security cameras will be something in the near future. Pipes are already in place.    J. Sumner needs to order lumber and roofing materials for the post and beam pavilion.
i. Facility usage agreements- to be discussed at a future facility meeting.
ii. Leominster Adult Softball Association- Mayor said there were issues with drinking by players in the park.  J. Sumner ordered new signs to help with enforcement.  The Chief of Police recommended teams forfeit next game if players are drinking at the park.
iii. Third Street Playground- Need to have an engineered plan for grading and wall design, then build a retaining wall, bring in fill and grade before playground can be built.




8. NEW BUSINESS 







a) Budget - Meeting Tuesday with the May, May 19th @ 10:45 a.m. asking for salary increases.  Will ask for 3%.  We also need another maintenance person. Finalized copy will go to the Mayor.


b) Ice Rink - Mayor wants to submit another grant for an ice rink at the Old Columbia building site. The city may be looking to purchase this property for community events.
c) School Field Maintenance- Needs to be addressed by the schools and not expect Recreation Department to use our budget on this. 


9. FACILITY REQUEST







a) Leominster High School-Tennis Courts & Lassie League Field - Tony Bilotta attended the meeting and brought up the Title 9 issue. He also had concerns about the usage agreements for the Lassie League fields.  Laureen Cipolla spoke to the president of the Lassie League and has the right to use City fields. Rick Marchand went down to the field to discuss a plan of action to get the field playable for the School teams. Tom Bissonnette had a private company to get the field ready. John Ciccolini asked Tony if LHS games can be played earlier. Games scheduled now at 4:00 p.m. they used to be at 3:15 p.m.  They want to put lights at the field.  During the playoff time they did change the time. Samoset field is very wet and has major water problems. The Southeast School field has humps in the field and is not being maintained so a ball could bounce up and hit someone. LHS games are on Wed. and Friday at 4:00 p.m. License agreement needs to be done to prevent the school usage problem from happening. Lassie League is concerned that they are raising funds to take care of the field and the school is not contributing to the maintenance. They need volunteers to help with the field. Lassie League is paying people to maintain the field instead of people volunteering. D. Cormier made a motion to grant a permit for Leominster high school to use the Lassie League fields on games day at 3:00 p.m. to the end and on practice days from 3:00 – 5:30 p.m., J. Ciccolini 2nd the motion.   All in favor. Tony Bilotta would like the superintendent to attend the next meeting. The facility meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 29th @ 5.00 P.M.  Ask Lisa to email commissioners as a reminder.
b) Leominster Youth Soccer – Fallbrook Field - No one but the Youth Soccer League has request Fallbrook. J. Sumner granted Fall Brook for soccer practice.
